pastoral care

Our tutors and both teaching and non-teaching
pastoral staff get to know our students as
individuals and ensure that issues are picked

up before they develop into problems. When
students need some extra support they are able
to see the school counsellor.

One of the key ways that we care for and support
our students is by listening to them. Through our
Student Voice Programme and our elected Student
Council we gain the views and opinions of our
students whenever we develop practice within
the school.

Our anti-bullying strategies are developed by
our students working with senior members of
staff and governors and reviewed annually.

academic support

Every student has an individual target level or
grade for each subject and our regular progress
grades ensure that pupils and parents know exactly
how they are doing at any time. Staff take time to
ensure that every student understands what they

need to change, develop or do differently to fulfil
their potential.

The Special Educational Needs department ensures
that students receive individually tailored support
and provision where required. The school has a
Special Educational Needs Policy which is available to
parents on request through the Special Educational
Needs Co-ordinator or pastoral staff.

personal development

In addition to developing study skills, all students
at Burnham Grammar School follow a Personal,
Social, Health and Citizenship programme whose
themes are also embedded and highlighted in the
wider curriculum. It is through this programme

of study that sex and relationships and drugs
education are delivered.

Students’work in a variety of fields has led

the school to be awarded the Intermediate
International School Award, the Silver Eco Schools
Award and the Gold Democracy Award from the
UK Youth Parliament.

This life changing
experience is open to all of our senior students,
and provides a wider school focus through our link
with a township orphanage and local charities.

With a dedicated professional dance studio,
dance has become a rightly recognised strength
of the school. From street dance to ballet and

Drama is rapidly developing with students
performing as part of their curriculum lessons,
in project days and in the drama club.
